Lodging at Camp Calumet: There are several options for lodging at Camp Calumet. Full linen service is provided in
all areas of the Camp for our convention.
Conference Center: This is the main building. There are a limited number of beds in the Conference Center. Each
room has two, three, or four twin beds.
» There are twelve beds on the first floor.
These beds will be reserved on a first come-first serve basis for those women who are unable to climb
stairs.

Registration begins at 3:00PM. Snacks, beverages, and fellowship will be available beginning at 3:00PM in the
Conference Center.

Located in the Conference Center is a refreshment center with coffee, tea, hot chocolate, and fresh fruit
available to all registrants twenty four hours a day. Should you wish other snacks, you are invited to bring them
with you. Also located in the Conference Center are lounges that have televisions, books, and games for your
entertainment. A pay phone is available for your convenience.

It will be leaf peeping season in northern New Hampshire. Wear comfortable walking shoes if you wish to walk the
lovely grounds of Calumet and the surrounding area. Bring a jacket since the evenings/nights may get cool.
Weather permitting, we plan to have an outdoor worship service on Saturday afternoon in the outdoor chapel.

Transportation Options: Women are encouraged fo carpool whenever possible. However, Camp Calumet does have
two vans that can be contracted to pick-up women from a central location elsewhere in the synod. If you are
interested in this possibility, please call Marci Sharp at 203-775-4657 or bowmanrae@aol.com to let her know you
are interested.
